Dear Representative:

As a constituent who lives in your district, I ask you to co‑sponsor a proposal being drafted to amend Public Law 101‑509, the Federal Law Enforcement Pay Reform Act. The proposal being drafted will change the emergency special pay adjustments specified in the law back in October 1990. 

Back in 1990, the Federal Law Enforcement Pay Reform Act designated eight cities as in need of emergency special pay adjustments, and called for a system of locality pay adjustments to start in 1994. The intent and spirit of the law was to reduce the gap between federal government pay and the private sector. However, over the years not only has the gap in pay increased, but so has the number of cities affected by it. This has led to senior agents leaving high cost of living areas, with new‑hires/rookies sent to replace them. In some instances the high cost of living forces these new law enforcement officers and their families to accept public assistance in order to make ends meet. 

The legislation currently being drafted offers partial increases in the locality pay adjustments.  This will help in the recruitment of new agents and the retention of senior agents. I believe such a law is long overdue, as it will address a long‑standing problem in our pay structure and I strongly request you co-sponsor this legislative proposal.
